TEACHING METHOD LEARNINGS

Futureproofing classrooms fosters flexibility

OBSERVATION: Project-based learning happens everywhere as more teachers
adopt interactive teaching methods, but most furniture is designed for single-
purpose lectures and static placement.

SOLUTION: Untie chairs from desks and make furniture multi-purpose by
selecting mobile, adjustable-height furniture in basic shapes to guarantee
effective spaces as educational techniques change - whether during a class,
between classes or over time.

Learning stations require unique ecosystems

OBSERVATION: As young elementary students shift between small group, circle
time, project work and individual learning stations; enthusiastic students swarm
together organically with little regard for personal boundaries or protocol.

SOLUTION: Accommodate high-energy little bodies with multiple seating and
horizontal surface options that match the current task to help students focus.

Ample circulation creates connection

OBSERVATION: Teachers gravitate to one area in their classroom because of
the tight spaces created by condensed floorplans, unfavorable student/teacher
ratios, or bulky and fixed furniture. This results in decreased mentoring and
relationship building.

SOLUTION: Couple backless stools with smaller student desks or tables to
open up aisleways for better flow and accessibility to individual students. At the
same time, accommodate more students in smaller classrooms.

Elevating students aids teacher well-being

OBSERVATION: Teachers are kneeling, bending over, or looking down on
students during one-on-one interactions which leads to either sore knees,
backaches or unintended dominance.

SOLUTION: Place students at taller tables with stools to elevate students for
more impactful eye-to-eye interactions and improved teacher well-being.

STUDENT BERAVIOR LEARNINGS

Movement lengthens attention spans

OBSERVATION: Many students are disengaged in classrooms - evidenced by
dazing, sleeping and passivity. Unfortunately, most furniture supports inactivity
and detachment, which leads to poor academic performance.

SOLUTION: Solve with backless, non-handed stools. They naturally encourage
student engagement, proper posture, movement and overall well-being. Core
strength improves as slouching decreases. Blood flow increases through
movement. Activity levels rise as sit, stand and perch positions emerge.
Attention levels increase as bodies - not just heads - easily rotate to face
changing focal points. Connection increases because students can’t lean back
and daydream.

Choice spurs focus

OBSERVATION: Placing young students in the same seat and same location all
day makes it hard for kids to stay on task. Both bodies and minds scream for
stimulation.

SOLUTION: When young students are in the same space all day, provide a variety

of seating options, so students can choose what’s right for them based on the
task at hand - whether sprawling on the floor, kneeling, lounging in a beanbag,
sitting around a table, leaning into a group activity, or standing.

Fidgeting produces positive results

OBSERVATION: Students distract other students when they fidget, but standard
chairs don't address students’ need to move. Introducing exercise ball-type
solutions create other concerns.

SOLUTION: For middle schools and above, move from standard chairs and
student-specific solutions, like exercise balls, to universal modulating stools.
These support sit, stand and perch options and make fidgeting productive, while
eliminating unique seating that stereotypes students.




INFO-MEDIUM LEARNINGS

Digital sparks team interaction

OBSERVATION: Videos broadcast to an entire class usually induce daydreaming
or sleep - especially with the lights out, while electronic displays in small group
settings stimulate interaction.

SOLUTION: Keep the lights on. Integrate technology tools like large monitors
into individual and small-group environments to maximize digital learning
effectiveness.

Analog isn’t dead

OBSERVATION: In addition to high-tech solutions - laptops, tablets and digital
displays; whiteboards, flip charts and other hands-on activities help facilitate
creativity, communication and critical thinking.

SOLUTION: Equip classrooms with a blend of learning tools - both digital and
‘ analog - to stimulate effective and engaged group work.

SPACE LEARNINGS

Insightful furniture unleashes learning

OBSERVATION: Whether in a general classroom or makerspace, school furniture
is subject to extreme use, abuse and repurposing.

SOLUTION: Focus on furniture that intuitively moves where students want to
go, supports multiple teaching methods, lets teachers and students reconfigure
classrooms, and supports multiple student postures and heights seamlessly.

Well-designed furniture eliminates headaches

OBSERVATION: Furniture can create distracting sounds, cause injury, break
quickly under daily use, or become obsolete before its time.

SOLUTION: Look for solutions that muffle versus amplify distracting noise
levels, eliminate safety hazards like pinch points and tipping, resist vandalism
and misuse, and possess multi-purpose functionality.
